Dear members of the IF Board:

Because I was in a great hurry to get the 3RE outlines and files to the Methodists for their taping, I sent them all to you in late March.  Since then, I was able to find the many more hours it took to double check and reproof, and I found the TINIEST changes needed.  These amended files will be provided to you on a CD, and will be uploaded to ELF.

However, in the meantime, so that you can see where the slight changes, marked in red, and the things that were crossed out, below I have cut and pasted the changes for every file where changes were made.  You will see how few and minor they are.  Apologies for the confusion.
So, for the General Instructions:

"No Templates have been developed for these [referring to the 3RE files], as it is much easier to amend the files of our personal sharings than to start over with a new Template, but for each session you will have the summary of changes for that talk, the Outline Only, Outline&Mentality, a PowerPoint presentation holding embedded notes that follow/mirror the outline, a PDA sheet, and a set of Dialogue Questions.  You might modify the PowerPoint and handouts as desired."

and a slight change in the closing statement of same file: 

"May God richly bless your use of this wonderful new tool in the toolbox of WWME."

In Self O&M, p 23, tiniest changes show in red:
"The completely new Section XI, "Motivation to return," is shared by the Clergy couple to inspire AND prepare the couples for their "homework," to review the way they can stay connected with each other and the presenters, and TO provide a teaser for the next session.  Again, language about journeys and climbing might be used.  (Being in the foothills doesn't allow us to see very much yet.)"

In the MTW Summary of Changes, this note was added 

"NOTE:  Last session you may have invited the couples to bring wedding photo, so consider how and when to display/share these this session."

In MTW OO, this note same corresponding note was added: 

"NOTE:  if you did invite the couples to bring in a wedding photo for this session, consider how and when these will be displayed/shared."

In Areas O&M a transition was added, which caused the document to run one page longer.

--Remember, we are here for you and want to hear from you during the week.  Let us know if you are having struggles or need support.

--Please join us next week.  You’ve worked hard to get to the mountain top.  Let’s stay up here awhile and bask in the beauty.
