WWME is changing the process of "kick off" to be an invitation to mission. "Kick off" sounded too business-focused, whereas the new process will be for us to invest ourselves in the lives of couples in whom we saw unique gifts - their love for each other shining out during the Weekend, for one.

By the end of the W/E couples are just beginning to understand the greatness of their marriage, and getting an inkling that they have a responsibility to share their love relationship with others, especially their little corner of the world.  This process is to gently affirm them couple, to keep inviting them to share their love with others, and to become witnesses.  It's not just for potential presenters - as every inch of WWME, the church, and the world need them.  We are to encourage them to grow, to keep growing, to realize their potential.
It's a five step process:
1st invitation: to attend a meeting to hear more about the mission of WWME and hear what we (and W/E presenters) saw in them, and how we were blessed by seeing their love on the W/E.
2nd invitation: follow-up phone call to find out if they are willing
3rd invitation:  call to mission - this is more like our first meeting, to get acquainted, compare notes on how the W/E and dialogue have blessed us.  Find out now if they qualify to be presenters.  If not, be more general. Affirm them in their uniqueness, and also share how we have been blessed by sharing our love/gifts.
4th invitation:  hearing our call - find a mentor couple ready to start from here on - more affirmations, answer questions, encourage them to imagine how their love will continue to affect their immediate world.
5th invitation:  acting on the call. Will sound like K-O II.

Goal is that all presenters view these webinars.  They've done about 10 already, and will send dates for another set (of 10?).  But this one has been recorded, so maybe we use this for presenters who miss the webinars.
