Evaluation Comments from Attendees


Positive Comments:
· Amazing!
· Less tiring than in-person Experience *
· Engaging, exhausting and intense, but has already paid off
· Awesome experience
· No Zoom-fatigue
· Law enforcement 10x more likely to attend than in-person; "Could see everyone!"
Drawbacks:
· Couples with small children could be a distraction
· The intimacy of 'presence' may be somewhat less *
· Some couples just want to get away!
Advantages of Virtual over in-person Experience:
· No worries about food intolerances, allergies or an uncomfortable chair or bed
· More relaxed at home
· Less worry about older kids and no need to get pet sitters
· No travel time on the Experience or to and from the host location *
· One can control the volume on the speaker for people with hearing issues
· Able to reach people in a more spread out geographical area
· Could see people's faces and not the backs of their heads as in a conference room
· Names of people are on the screen enabling an ability to connect names with faces
· Priests might be more comfortable making a Virtual Experience where they do not have to judge they have to be 'on,' or 'working the crowd', etc.
Suggestions to Improve the Virtual Experience:
· Important to state the page # in the Workbooks (no slides on the initial Virtual Experience)

· Put a slide up at the end of the presentation to remind attendees of the time to return along with the DQ 
· Remind Attendees to mute at the beginning of each presentation

· Laptops might work better than phones and tablets; keyboard and mouse easier than touch screen 

· Would have preferred to stay logged in all day rather than re-locate the Zoom link each time

· More 1 on 1 time with the presenters would have been nice
· Encourage the couples to burn a candle during the experience *

· Suggest couples put a sign on their door that they are 'occupied' all weekend to minimize in-home disruption
Responses to Questions about Meals on the Zoom Experience:
· The majority would have preferred longer time for meals to facilitate sharing the experience of the weekend between attendees
· More focused sharing at the meal times was also fairly consistently suggested

· Several attendees mentioned they liked the option of sharing a meal together vs. having quiet time as a couple (optional sharing is what we did on this Virtual Experience)
