Take-away Bullet Points . . . a Brief Re-cap

· Sacraments got the same transformational experience as an in-person WWME Experience

· Very positive feed back from attendees and presenting team overall
· The most common feedback was attendees get more 'face time' (Gallery view) on a Virtual Experience as opposed to looking at the back of everyone's head in a hotel conference room

· A Virtual Experience requires significant planning and preparation 

· A Virtual Experience is relatively inexpensive, even compared to a non-Residential one, making a smaller Experience economical (and probably easier to manage)
· Instructions need to be very clear, including more frequent mentioning of page numbers, dialogue instructions and the time to return for the next presentation (modified slides for the Virtual Experience might be beneficial)

· Revising slides, figuring out the best way to incorporate songs, and best plans for meals still need work
· Bottom line:  Virtual Experiences are another "tool" in the toolbox.  They don't replace in-person WWME Experiences, but they could be very beneficial not only during a pandemic, but also for large geographical areas
